  Join us at the Jefferson L. Sugg Farm 
at Bass Lake Park Wednesday, July 5 
for our annual Independence Day cele-
bration.  
  Last yearôs Parks and Recreation 20

anniversary fireworks display went over 
so well that weôve decided to repeat it. 
Double the fireworks means double the 
fun. 
  Festivities begin at 5 p.m. They in-
clude games, bounce houses, rides, 
crafts for kids, and food vendors.    
  Musical entertainment will begin at 6 
p.m. with the Holly Springs Community 
Band. At 7 p.m., The Holiday Band, 
North Carolina musicians, takes the 
stage. 
   A special feature this year will be the 
All Veterans Parachute Team, which is 
scheduled to perform jumps at 6 p.m. 
and 9 p.m. if the weather permits.  
  The celebration ends with the fire-
works, which are scheduled for about 
9:15 p.m. They are dependent on the 
weather also.  
  Sugg Farm will be the best place to 
watch the fireworks. Itôs at 2401 Grigs-
by Ave., just down the road from the 
Womble Park ball fields.  

  Please remember that no outside fire-
works are allowed at the event, includ-
ing sparklers. Bring lawn chairs and 
blankets if you like. 

  The annual festival is arranged by  
Holly Springs Parks and Recreation. 
Admission to the festival is free, and 
everyone is welcome. 

new place to play 
  A playground adjoining the stadium is 
open at North Main Athletic Complex.  
  Ordinarily, the playground gate will be 
open sunrise to sunset, allowing entry 
directly from the parking lot. Parents will 
be responsible for supervising their chil-
dren since no attendant will be watching 
over them.  

  For  Salamanders games and other 
stadium events requiring tickets, the 
outside gate to the playground will close 
early at no set time. Then the play-
ground will be for families attending the 
game whose little ones are not ready to 
go nine innings sitting down.  
  The playground has side and overhead 
netting to protect against foul balls.  
  Restrooms are available near the ten-
nis courts when the stadium is not open. 
  Next to the playground is a new batting 
cage that is reserved for baseball teams 
warming up for games in the stadium. 
Unlike the playground, the batting cage 
is only for those authorized to use it. 
  No glass bottles, gum, food or drinks 
except water are allowed inside. 

The townôs  annual July 5 celebration 

will begin at 5 p.m. in Sugg Farm at 

Bass Lake Park with music, food, 

games and rides. The All Veterans 

parachute team has jumps set at 6 

and 9 p.m. The fireworks show is 

scheduled to start about 9:15 p.m.

at Town Hall. The filing fee is $50. 

  Candidate filing ends July 21 at noon. 

  Council seats up for election this year are held by 

James Cobb, Hank Dickson and Peter Villadsen.  

  The top three vote-getters among the Town 

Council candidates in the Nov. 7 election will win.  

There are no runoffs.
